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Report on action taken reqgarding EK BHARAT SHRESHTHA BHARAT in respect of
Press Information Bureau during January, 2022

Press Information Bureau through its Headquarters and Regional and Branch Offices spread
across the country has been taking up several media activities under the umbrella of Ek Bharat
Shreshtha Bharat (EBSB) Campaign since its inception.

NATIONAL YOUTH FESTIVAL 2022 CELEBRATED UNDER AZADI KA AMRIT
MAHOTSAV HIGHLIGTED THE SPRIT OR EBSB

Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi inaugurated the 25th National Youth Festival on 12th
January, 2022 via video conferencing in Puducherry. January 12 being the birth anniversary of
Swami Vivekananda, is observed as National Youth Day due to covid-19 the event was held
virtually from 12th -13th January.

A comprehensive media plan for pan-India outreach was drawn up by PIB for the National
Youth Day celebrations as well as the National Youth Day Festival 2022 to be inaugurated by
the Prime Minister. The media plan was prepared much in advance to create appropriate buzz
and for pan-India visibility in partnership with regional offices of PIB and NYKS/NSS, various
media units of I&B Ministry including AIR/DD /BOC; SAI, Department of Youth Affairs, My
Gov, PM Unit, Social Media Cell of YAS Minister Shri Anurag Thakur and Social Media cells
of PIB, DD, AIR, Bureau of Outreach Communication and 1&B along with social media cells
of Regional offices of PIB.
