In the world, the VadiSangh was the 

main frontier of Bihar, with the first state of the democratic republic.In ancient India Bihar (Magadha)Nalandaand Vikramshilais the hub of 

educational and cultural activity. He discussed about Mauryasand  Guptas dynasty.While addressing, he discussed the medieval period of Bihar 

and the role of BabuKunwar Singh of Bihar in 1857 revolution, Gandhiji'sChamparan Satyagraha and Jai Parkash Narayan’s role in Quit India 

Movement in Bihar, and the origin and importance of  Jainism and Buddhism in the land of Bihar. Further, he explained the culture of Bihar 

which to be understood as a group of Methyl, Bhojpuri, Magahi and other and discussed the various religious festivals of Bihar i.e. Chhath 

Puja,ShravaniMela, Satuani, Nag Panchmi, Jitiya, DawatPooja, Ganga Dashara, and Paridhan i.e. Dhoti Kurta&Gamcha and folk songs and food 

of Bihar etc. which have a significant role in Bihar's cultural identity. In the end,  Dr. Rabindra Kumar Mahapatra, Associate Professor, Dept. of 

Library and Information Science offered the vote of thanks.
