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EBSB Day — Makar Sankranti
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Makar Sankranti or Uttarayan or Maghi or simply Sankranti, is a festival
day in the Hindu calendar, dedicated to the deity Surya (sun). It is observed “\)}
each year the day Sun enters the Capricorn zodiac which corresponds with

the month of January as per the Gregorian calendar. It marks the first day of

the sun's transit into Makara rashi (Capricorn), marking the end of the

month with the winter solstice and the start of longer days.

The festivities associated with Makar Sankranti are known by various names
Magh Bihu in Assam, Maghi (preceded by Lohri) in Punjab, Haryana and
Himachal Pradesh, popular amongst both the Hindus and Sikhs, Sukarat in
central India, Thai Pongal in Tamil Nadu, Uttarayan in Gujarat, Uttarakhand
and Uttar Pradesh, Ghughuti in Uttarakhand, Makara Sankranti in Odisha,
Karnataka, Maharashtra.



EBSB Day — Makar Sankranti

Makar Sankranti is a harvest festival, farmers celebrate the huge harvest
of winter crops and seek blessings from Surya deity. However, there is no
evidence in the Holy Scriptures for celebrating Makar Sankranti festival.

Makara Sankranti or Makara Mela and Makara Chaula : Odisha
Makar Sankranti, Maghi Sankrant, Haldi Kumkum or Sankranti :
Maharashtra, Goa, Nepal

In most regions of India, Sankranti festivities last for two to four days of
which each day is celebrated with distinct names and rituals.

Day 1 — Maghi (preceded by Lohri), Bhogi Panduga

Day 2 — Makar Sankranti, Pongal, Pedda Panduga, Uttarayana, Magh Bihu
Day 3 — Mattu Pongal, Kanuma Panduga

Day 4 — Kaanum Pongal, Mukkanuma
