Finally, when Irwin didn’t negotiate, Gandhiji with his volunteers started a salt
march and after reaching Dandi violated salt law by manufacturing salt and on March 12, 1930, Civil Disobedience
Movement started, breaking colonial laws like salt law, Forest law and industrial laws. Cadets of Sainik School
Gopalganj participated in the event wherein they came up with new creative writing.
